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Recording Breaking Numbers for Fall 2006

The Civil Engineering program has a record breaking entering students for
Fall 2006 with 53 new freshman, 5 transfer students, and 6 dual degree stu-
dents. There are also 6 students in the newly established Geomatics program.
Our undergraduate enrollment is now at 123 students and that is an all-time
high. The female population of new freshman came in with SAT scores rang-
ing from 980 to a high of 1350. Out of the 53 new freshman, 12 are females, so
more females are becoming interested in the Civil Engineering program.  Our
students come from as far away as Nigeria, Colombia and Trinidad to as close
as Winston-Salem, Greensboro and Eden, just to name a few. With 13 new
graduate students, the Civil Engineering Masters Program also has a record
enrollment of 35 students this fall.
