Questions that may be discussed are:
1 - What are the most important components of professional services contracts? Why?
2 - When is a firm’s corporate seal legally required for contracts and/or certification of design plan
3 - Explain the legal differences between a time and expenses contract, a lump sum contract, and a cost plus contract. What are pros and
cons to each? How does each type of contract legally deal with items that are beyond the scope of the work? How may a professional
services firm best protect its interests for each type of contract?
4 - Explain electronic PE seals and electronic signatures for engineering design plans. When are they appropriate, when are they not?
5 - Explain the legal definition of “responsible charge” over an engineering project.
6 - Explain briefly the differences between types of incorporation for a professional services firm.
7 - What is the liability of local government with respect to their review and approval of site development and/or redevelopment,

if later problems arise?
8 - What are the most important components of professional services contracts? Why?
