We know exactly what the meaning of the term 
ñblue-collarò and white-collarò when describing 
a profession. So, what exactly is a "green 
collar" job? Turns out, it has nothing to do with 
a green bottle of RIT dye.  A green job is just 
like a regular job only the result is geared 
toward improving the environment. 
 
And, it turns out that what's good for the 
environment is going to be good for America's 
workforce. A report from the University of 
Amherst Massachusetts says that a $100 
billion investment in green programs would 
create about two million jobs over two years. 
About 750,000 green jobs already exist, 
according to a 2008 U.S. Conference of 
Mayors' report. 
 

Green jobs have the potential to replace jobs in 

declining sectors such as manufacturing, 

construction, and auto manufacturing. Renewable 

energy is still in its infancy, providing only a tiny 

fraction of U.S. energy needs. We are not even 

close to seeing its full, revitalizing potential on our 

job market and economy.

FBPE Professional Engineer Renewal Notice 

Misprints Foster Confusion 
The FBPE has made the following 
announcements regarding typographical 
errors on the 2009 PE Renewal Notices that 
were mailed out recently. 

 

All Professional Engineers should have received 

a Renewal Form. An error in dates has come to 

our attention. Your present license expires 

February 28, 2009. You are renewing prior to 

that date to maintain your license for the 

licensing cycle of March 1, 2009 through 

February 28, 2011. We apologize for any 

confusion in dates referenced on the renewal 

forms. 

In addition, W-9 Forms were included in the 

renewal packets with the intent to prevent 

multiple calls from companies who write checks 

for a number of engineers.  We understand that 

this may have caused some confusion and we 

apologize for such.  An engineer in practice for 

himself/herself does not need the W-9, so you 

may discard the form.  Please excuse any 

inconvenience this insert may have caused. 

Mr. Neal B. Janov, P.E., and Bill Dunn, P.E. of 

www.suncam.com also noted that on the back of 

the renewal form (the green sheet in the mailed 

package), the line near the bottom of the page 

reads:  

ñPART 4 ï Inactive Certification- This part must 

be completed and signed by all Active 

Licensees.ò 

The word Active is a typo. It should be ñInactiveò.  

Bill Dunn, P.E. warns, ñIf you complete this part 

of the renewal form you will be changing your 

license to INACTIVE status. (See ñCHANGE OF 

STATUS on the front of the renewal notice.)  

If you want to keep your license active but you 

have already returned your application with part 

4 signed, I suggest that you send a certified 

letter to:

Be sure to include your PE number in the letter 

and tell her that you intended to have your
